Please find below answers to questions Mayo CCC received from the seminar held on the 19th of November 2011 in Westport.

There were other questions specifically for other people and organisations, these questions have been forwarded to those people and organisations directly. 

Don’t understand, is there a new Inspectorate  ?
No, there is not a new inspectorate. The guidance on regulation 5 is there to assist childcare services to implement childcare regulation 5. The various National Voluntary Organisations (e.g. St Nicholas Montessori of Ireland, Comhar Naionrai Na Gaeltacthta, Early Childhood Ireland,) Mayo County Childcare Committee and the HSE are there to support childcare services to implement Regulation 5 of the National Childcare Regulation 2006. However, the HSE still have the statutory responsibility to inspect childcare services.
In relation to ECCE children are we expected to provide snacks within the amount per child i.e. € 64.50 per week ?
The ECCE payment is a capitation payment from the state to the childcare service. There are a number of conditions laid out in the contract between the childcare service and the state which in order to receive the funding the childcare service must adhere to. One such condition is that the childcare service must adhere to the childcare regulations 2006. Within the regulations it states that ‘suitable, sufficient, nutritious and varied food’ is available for children attending Pre School. Within this context the answer to the question is yes, the childcare service is expected to provide snacks within the amount per child i.e € 64.50.
